WORLD½S BEST CARROT CAKE 
Cake 

2 cups flour 

2 cups sugar 

2 tsp. baking soda 

1-½ tsp. ground cinnamon 

1 tsp. baking powder 

¼ tsp. salt 

4 medium carrots, shredded (2 cups) 

¼ cup buttermilk or sour milk 

¼ cup cooking oil 

1 can (8-¼ oz.) crushed pineapple, 

drained 

1 cup chopped walnuts 

3 eggs 

½ cup coconut 

1 tsp. vanilla 

 

Glaze 

½ cup sugar 

¼ cup buttermilk or sour milk 

¼ cup margarine or butter 

2 tsp. light corn syrup 

½ tsp. vanilla 

½ cup chopped walnuts 

Frosting 

6 oz. cream cheese 

½ cup margarine or butter, softened 

2 tsp. vanilla 

4-½ cups powdered sugar 

 

Preparation 

1. Grease and lightly flour two 9ò 

round pans or one 13x9x2ò pan. 

 

2. Add all ingredients for cake ï dry 

ingredients first, then liquids, then 

other ingredients. Stir until moistened. 

 

3. Spread in prepared pans; bake at 

350°F for 40-45 min. or until cake 

springs back when lightly touched. 

 

4. Prepare glaze: In medium saucepan, 

combine sugar, buttermilk, margarine 

or butter, and corn syrup.  Bring to a 

boil, then reduce heat.  Cook and stir 4 

min. 

 

5. Remove from heat and add vanilla.  

Pour evenly over cake. 

 

6. Cool cake in pan on wire rack for 

15 min.  Remove layer cakes from 

pans to cool on wire racks.  (Don't 

remove cake from 13x9x2ò pan.)  

Cool completely. 

 

7. Prepare frosting: Beat together 

cream cheese, butter, and vanilla with 

electric mixer at high speed until light 

and fluffy. 

 

8. Gradually add powdered sugar.  Stir 

in walnuts.
