Motions at IBT were: 

1) The Region President may   appoint the immediate Region Past President to serve as a member of the 
Regionôs Executive Board - adopted 

2) International Rally - éno officer or employee of WBCCI shall contract for, or expend, more than $20,000 
prior to January 1 of the year of the International Rally for Rally expenses (other than site deposit) ï 
adopted 

3) New flag for the Georgia Unit ï adopted* 

4) Dissolution of the Genealogy Club ï adopted 

5) Motion from Region 11 requiring the Constitution and Bylaws Committee to write a report containing the 
recommendations of the Standing Committee with regard to the Region 11 proposal stating: ñThe Dele-
gates shall have full authority to construe and interpret the Clubôs Constitution and annually review and/or 
repeal any Club Bylaw and/or Policyò ï withdrawn 

6) New flag for El Camino Real CA Unit ï adopted* 

7) This motion had two parts: the first was a new method of nomination for two members of the Nominating 
Committee and the second was allowing the Nominating Committee to place multiple names on the ballot 
for each Executive Committee office ï defeated 

8) Policy of the GAL (Gifts and Legacy Program) for donations to be made to WBCCI ï adopted 

9) New flag for the Texas Hill Country Unit ï adopted* 

10) A motor home study committee to be established and directed to move forward with a decision regarding 
the motor home issue and provide a recommendation to the IBT and a report given at the June IBT ï 
adopted 

*All flag motions were adopted with one vote.

Mid -Winter IBT and Hobo Rally 2013  

Don Clark, WBCCI International 2nd Vice President, has asked for Region 12 to host the Mid-Winter IBT 
(International Board of Trustees) Meeting in 2013.  It seems like every time thereôs an IBT meeting we have 
to pack up our rigs and travel far distances across deserts and mountains to attend.  Here is an opportunity 
to have the meeting in our own back yard, actually in Blythe.  The IBT Meeting/Rally will be immediately 
preceding the Hobo Rally at the end of January 2013.  This year in Robstown, TX there were approximately 
120 rigs on site and another 12 members staying at a local motel.  Weôre hoping for a good turnout from our 
Region 12 members who cannot travel the distance usually required for IBT.  Also, we hope that many non-

Annual Electronic Filing Requirement for Small Exempt Organizations  

Form 990 -N (e -Postcard)  

 Small tax -exempt organizations whose annual gross receipts are normally $25,000 or less 

($50,000 for tax years ending on or after December 31, 2010) may be required to electronically 

submit Form 990 -N, also known as the e -Postcard, unless they choose to file a complete Form 

990 or Form 990 -EZ.  

If you do not file your e -Postcard on time, the IRS will send you a reminder notice but you will 

not be assessed a penalty for late filing the e -Postcard. However, an organization that fails to 

file required e -Postcards (or information returns ð Forms 990 or 990 -EZ) for three consecutive 

years will automatically lose its tax -exempt status. The revocation of the organizationõs tax-

exempt status will not take place until the filing due date of the third year.  

Due Date of the e -Postcard  

The e -Postcard is due every year by the 15th day of the 5th month after the close of your tax 

year. For example, if your tax year ended on December 31, the e -Postcard is due May 15 of the 

following year.  If the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, the due date is the 

next business day.  

You cannot file the e -Postcard until after your tax year ends.
